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During the month of October, 2013, there were 12 outbreaks reported in West Virginia.
Of the 12 reported, 7 (58%) were confirmed as outbreaks or clusters, two are under
ongoing investigation and 3 were investigated and considered not outbreaks. Of the
confirmed outbreaks, 6 were reported from healthcare facilities and one from a shelter.

Five healthcare-associated outbreaks were reported from long-term care facilities
(LTCFs) and one from a hospital specialty unit.

The rest of this report describes the types and settings of the outbreaks. All data
provided is provisional as some of the outbreaks are under ongoing investigation.
